The above is a list of investments as of 03/31/2026.

Cash balances are invested in money market accounts and CD’s at present. We can
only invest in treasury bills and notes, money market funds and certificates of deposit
since we cannot incur capital risk. We maintain reserves for capital improvements and
major repairs. We will be moving more funds to reserves as they are needed for new
capital projects and the repair or replacement of some older assets. Other liability
funds have been collected for keys.

The due date for your payment is January 1. Annual dues are billed dated the first day
of each January. Dues are delinquent on the 30th of January. You receive your
statement in November by e-mail.

We have multiple ways to pay your dues. You may use “ZEGO” and can sign up for that
via our website. You can send us a Zelle payment using info@bollingerhills.org from
your bank account to the associations bank account. You may continue to write checks
and mail them or drop them off at the drop box on the front wall of the cabana. And you
can use “bill-pay” at your bank.

It is very important that each homeowner pays his/her dues promptly to enable our
Association to continue providing services at low costs and to avoid being charged fees
for untimely payment. If you are having financial difficulty, please call or send a note.
You are neighbors, and we will work with you.

We have some repair and improvement projects facing us for the next one to five years.
